Selection Criteria
Submitted projects will be assessed according to its alignment with the SMART objectives as described in the Strategic Plan on the SMART website: http://www.armi.org.au/About_Us/SMART/.
Projects that will be highly regarded by the selection committee will:
· Be in the field of regenerative medicine

· Be cross disciplinary and formally supported by more than one organisation 

· Require co-supervision of students with supervisors from different fields/organisations

· Have a translational/clinical focus, and  

· Strong potential to develop into larger research projects 

At the sole discretion of the SMART Working Group any Projects that do no meet the above requirements (including being received by the due date and time) may be deemed non-compliant and not considered.

Degree of Support
Support for each application will primarily consist of funding for a stipend top up (up to $10k pa for three years). Students must have applied through Monash for an APA and have at least average H1 results.
